· The minutes were reviewed and approved by the group. 

· The committee was updated on the recent fundraisers.  The Pampering basket netted a total of $260 and the barbecue a total of $280.  The next fundraiser will be the raffle of the movie theme basket, for which items will be collected in the month of May and the raffle conducted in June.  

· Judy Gradford reported on the Seder/Workers Memorial Day event that was held in collaboration with Mobilization.  The Seder was conducted at both St. Paul and Westfall.  There was some general member participation, but the committee believes that more extensive advertising of the event will yield a better result in the future.  It has been proposed that this become an annual event.  

· The committee discussed the upcoming parades.  Kendall is working on getting into the Juneteenth parade on June 18th.  Kendall will not be able to attend the Juneteenth event, so another committee member will need to take the lead for this parade.  The Social Action committee has agreed to take the lead on participation in the Memorial Day parade.  The next parades will be the Puerto Rican Festival parade and the Caribbean parade, both of which the committee has participated in in years past.  

· Kendall and Judy spoke about the events at the county legislature meeting the previous evening.  There was one FSW speaker and several CSEA speakers, with several supporters from both unions in their respective red and yellow.  

· Discussions began regarding conducting a lunchtime lecture series for members featuring community activists.  The events sub-committee will beginning meeting in the near future to flesh out the details as far as possible themes, speakers and logistics.  

· The committee will attempt to secure a table at the Juneteenth event to share information about FSW with the community.  There will be information about what the members of FSW do in and for the community.  There will also be petitions available to garner community support in the fight for a fair contract.  This is being promoted as a joint effort between CCRE, Mobilization, Social Action and Outreach.  Judy shared that she has had recent conversations with Chris Zaffuto of CSEA about the two unions working together in the fight for a fair contract and Chris is amenable to sitting in with the Outreach committee to share ideas.  There was also a suggestion that CSEA join FSW at the Juneteenth table.
